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ABSTRACT

Abstracts are required for all proposed papers and these abstracts will be reviewed by the Conference’s Scientific Committee for originality, relevance, timeliness, and significance. If accepted for presentation at FAST 2011, a full manuscript should then be submitted by the authors; instructions for preparing manuscripts will be provided with notification of abstract acceptance. There is an absolute limit of 500 words for all abstracts. The abstract should be self-contained and provide an explicit overview of the paper with a clear statement of the purpose, procedure, results obtained, and the principal conclusions reached.
The abstract must be a “camera-ready” document and meet the following standard: page size set to “Letter” (215.9 x 279.4 mm) paper, with 25.4 mm side margins and top and bottom margins of 19 mm.
The abstract must be single-spaced using Times New Roman font. The title, starting at the top margin, must be in 14-point font in bold capital letters. The authors’ names, beginning one 12-point line space below the title, must be in 12-point font. The authors’ affiliations, beginning one 12-point line space below the authors’ names, must be in 10-point font. Superscripts must be in the same font size as the neighboring text. Affiliation listings should include the organization’s name, city, and country, and may be preceded by the organizational department or division, if desired. The key words list, beginning two 12-point line spaces below the authors’ affiliations, must be in 12-point font and evenly justified across the full width of the page with the heading in bold capital letters. The abstract heading, beginning two 12-point line spaces below the key word list, must be in bold capital letters and centered on the page. The abstract text, beginning directly below the abstract heading, must be in 12-point font and evenly justified across the full width of the page. Spacing between paragraphs in the body of the abstract must be one 12-point line.
Contact information for the corresponding author is to be provided on a separate page and must include the author’s full name, postal and email addresses, and telephone and fax numbers.

The prescribed abstract format is Microsoft Word (2003); recommend authors use this document as a template to ensure correct formatting. Submit abstracts electronically following the instructions detailed at the conference’s web site (http://www.fast2011.com). The deadline for abstract submissions is October 29, 2010.
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
